Permittee agrees to comply with all policies, rules, and laws governing the operation of the Park, and not alter or damage the Park’s natural or cultural resources in any way through the support of operation of Permit activities, and to be responsible for and fully repair all damage to Park facilities and resources which may result from any operations under this permit.

7. The Permittee shall save and hold harmless and indemnify the State of Florida and the Friends of Wakulla Springs against any and all liability, claims, judgments or costs of whatsoever kind and nature of injury to, or death of, any person or persons and for loss or damage to any property resulting from the use, operation, or performance of service under the terms of this Permit, resulting in whole or in part from the negligent acts or omissions of the Permittee, or any of the employees, agents, or representatives of the Permittee to the extent allowed by law.

8. This Permit is not intended nor shall it be construed as granting rights, privileges, or interests in any third party without mutual written agreement of the parties hereto.

9. This Permit may be terminated by the Park or Friends of Wakulla Springs at any time for failure by the Permittee to perform in accordance with the terms and conditions contained herein.
